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MAJOR DANG SY
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At the trial of Dang Sy by the Khanh regime that
succeeded that of the coup leaders temporary or
provisional government, Khanh's prosecutor insist-
ed that the deaths had been caused by American-
supplied grenades of the type known as MKIII
whose use had been ordered by Dang Sy, and the
conviction by the military court was that the 8
deaths were caused by these concussion grenades.
Higgins argues in her book that this conviction is
contrary to the Pentagon's assessments of the MKI-
Il grenade which found that at worst the effects of
such a grenade are non-fatal. Nor does such a
grenade have sufficient force to decapitate or mu-
tilate persons, let alone bring down the ceilings,
doors, and windows that were adjacent to the ve-
randa of the radio station. (95-96) Higgins also
states that: "The conviction of Major Dang Sy cer-
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tainly throws no light on the matter one way or an-
other. The trial was clearly rigged from the start."
